1. Beneficiary

3. Results and intellectual property 

EPFL shall be the sole owner of all results, patentable or not, copyrightable or not, obtained by researchers and students in the execution of the Project.


4. Institutional communication and Sponsor’s benefits

4.1	Neither Party shall be entitled to commit the other Party to any obligation in connection with this Agreement, without the prior written consent of the other Party.

4.2 EPFL’s Communication Service (“Mediacom”) shall be responsible for all matters related to the Program’s communication plan, including branding, media relations, event planning, visual communication.

4.3 The Association undertakes to provide visibility to the Sponsor and to promote its activities according to the following:
- Display of the Sponsor's logo on [subject matter of the Project];
- Display of the Sponsor's logo on the website, social networks, merchandising, flyers and presentations;
- Visit and presentation of the [subject of the Project] by the Association, upon agreement of EPFL;
- Presentation of the Project by the Association to the Sponsor.

5. No warranties

EPFL and the Association shall perform the Project by applying their best scientific knowledge and best efforts. EPFL and the Association only have an obligation of means in the performance of the Project.
6. Liability

6.1	The Parties shall be liable towards each other for any damages suffered in connection with this Agreement in case of gross negligence or fraud. 

6.2	The Sponsor shall refrain from any action that would prevent the obligations under this Agreement from being duly performed by EPFL and the Association. 

7. Confidentiality

7.1	Each Party ("the Recipient") agrees to keep confidential and not to use for another purpose than the performance of this Agreement all information belonging to the other Party ("the Disclosing Party") with which it may come in contact during the course of the Program, provided that such information has been clearly labelled as confidential by the Disclosing Party or, if disclosed orally, has been confirmed in writing as being confidential within ten (10) days from disclosure (hereinafter referred to as "Confidential Information"). Each Party shall be responsible for the compliance by its personnel with these confidentiality obligations.

7.2	The obligations under article 7.1 shall not apply to any Confidential Information which:
-­‐	was in the public domain or open to the public at the time it was transmitted to Recipient, or
-­‐	became public or open to the public for reasons other than an action or omission attributable to Recipient, or
-­‐	was in Recipient's possession, without any limitation regarding its disclosure at the time it was transmitted to Recipient, provided that such prior possession is supported by a written evidence, or
-­‐	was obtained in good faith by Recipient and without any commitment relating to confidentiality from a third party entitled to disclose it.
Such obligation shall neither apply to any portion of Confidential Information required to be disclosed as a result of a court order or pursuant to a government action, provided that the Recipient shall inform the Disclosing Party of any such order or action to give the Disclosing Party the opportunity to request a protective order.

7.3	The obligations under this article 7 shall remain effective for five (5) years after termination of this Agreement.
